To work with the church staff to 
coordinate education programs and recruit teachers and shepherds. 
 
SUNDAY SCHOOL TEACHERS – Toddler, preschool, elementary, youth and adult.  To teach Sunday school curriculum. 
 
SHEPHERDS – Take attendance, collect offering, support the Sunday school teacher, and build relationships with the chil-
dren (K-5).  No preparation required. 
 
VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL – To provide an outreach opportunity and a Christian teaching event that occurs in the sum-
mer. 
 
WEDNESDAY NIGHT PROGRAM – To coordinate, with church staff, a midweek program to provide fellowship and fur-
ther educational opportunities.

Vision:  Faith Friends Preschool & Learning Center seeks to be a dynamic outreach ministry of Faith Church helping the 
children to know, love and follow Jesus using developmentally appropriate practices.

FINANCIAL POLICY –To review current policies and revise or establish new policies on internal controls, accounting, 
and financial reporting. 
 
INVESTMENT OVERSIGHT – To monitor the church’s investments and make recommendations for placement of desig-
nated reserve funds. 

 
MEMBERSHIP CARE MINISTRY TEAM 

Vision:  To understand the spiritual, emotional, and physical needs of the congregation and address them through 
prayer, programs, and events. 
 
COOKERY – To organize food for church functions and other groups as requested.

SCHOLARSHIP – To advertise scholarship opportunities and select recipients (education, camps). 
 
SECOND WIND (Senior Citizens) – To determine and coordinate the needs and activities for existing senior group. 
 
TRANSPORTATION/HELPING HANDS – To provide needed transportation to members. 
 
UNITED METHODIST WOMEN – To bring together the women to learn, fellowship, and pray together, while supporting 
local, regional, national and international missions. 
 
VETERANS – To honor the veterans of Faith UMC.  To record the experiences of our veterans on cassette tape.  To sup-
port our members who are currently serving in the military. 
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OUTREACH  MINISTRY TEAM 
Vision:  To promote the opportunities and share the message of Faith United Methodist Church. 
 
BOY SCOUTS – To support and encourage boys, their families and scout leaders. 
 
COMMUNICATIONS – To promote the worship and ministry activities of Faith Church to specific target groups in the 
community.

DOORSTEP MINISTRY – To make personal contacts with visitors and welcome prospective members, sharing informa-
tion about the church. 
 
NEW MEMBERS – To identify and invite potential new members to participate in an orientation that may lead to 
church membership.  To assimilate new members into the life of Faith Church. 
 
PEACE WITH JUSTICE – To call the church to action for peace and justice.  To inform the congregation of local events 
and programs.  To provide opportunities for church members to pray, learn, share, understand, study, and respond to 
peace and justice issues as part of the general mission of the church in light of the Gospel of Jesus. 
 
WELCOME CREW – To provide information and directions to visitors on Sunday morning. 
 

 
SERVICE IN MISSION MINISTRY TEAM 

Vision:  To provide personal participation through learning, active participation, and financial support of our missions 
and ministries at home and abroad. 
 
Mission:  Devoted to developing a year-round program of education in support of domestic and foreign missions.  To 
work to uncover community concerns and encourage the congregation to become involved, serving as a mission liai-
son within and beyond the local congregation.

SEWING GROUP – To enjoy fellowship while making quilts and other items for those who are ill, housebound or in 
nursing facilities. 
 
SPECIAL OFFERINGS – To determine needs of various missions and designate the level of support from FUMC holiday 
and special offerings. 
 
WORLDWIDE MISSION SUPPORT – To educate the congregation on opportunities to support the work of various mis-
sions and missionaries and the impact of that support. 
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STAFF PARISH RELATIONS COMMITTEE 
Vision:  To be in ministry to offer support and a communication link between members of the staff and the congrega-
tion; to direct and guide staff to fulfill goals adopted by the annual church conference. 
 
Mission:  We are a diverse group of individuals representing the members of the church.  We seek to be an administra-
tive unit which integrates the staff and congregation to focus on the mission of the church.
